Handwriting
· For reception children it is important to develop their fine motor control to strengthen the fingers ready for writing. There are lots of activities that children can do for this:
· Watch a dough disco video online and join in using playdough.

· Spread out small items such as paper or pasta shapes and use a peg to pick them up. 
· Thread beads onto a piece of paper or a pipe cleaner.
· Stretch rubber bands around a tin can.
· Make a paper clip chain.
· To encourage your child’s handwriting development I would advise practicing their kinetic letters movements. Children can practice one letter each day for around 5 minutes.
· I have uploaded two documents with the Jumper family and Abracadabra family letters on. The sheet can be printed and worked on directly or children can practice writing on a lined sheet of paper, all they will need is a monkey branch drawn for them at the start of each line (you don’t have to draw the monkey face!). This guides children on whether they start on brave monkey (at the top of the line) or scared monkey (in the middle of the line). Along with each letter is a ditty to help them remember how to write that particular letter.
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Practise the letter on the lines below, starting alongside the tree.
