Day 2
Today we are going to focus on writing a description of the setting for the beginning of the film focussing on the lighthouse and the village. If you’re unsure, look at some pictures of lighthouses and where they are situated. 
Your description needs to include at least
3 expanded noun phrases (using lots of adjectives) eg The narrow walkways and paths of the village were bathed in the warm glow of the beam.
2 preposition phrases ( where) eg High above the village, at the edge of the cliff, sat the Briar’s Rock lighthouse
1 short snappy phrase eg The villagers  cheered.
1 sentence using a relative clause eg the lighthouse, which didn’t benefit from the same warm glow of the beam, stood stoically in the near darkness
1 sentence using personification (making something inanimate like a person) eg The lighthouse watched over the restless sea or The light danced over the rooftops.
[bookmark: _GoBack]If you want to send me your descriptions, I would enjoy reading them.
Day 3
Today we are going to write the first part of the story up until the bulb crashes… You are going to write in the first person eg from the lighthouse keeper’s viewpoint. This means it is easy to include  how the keeper is feeling. You will need to write in a sequenced paragraph starting at the point when the keeper is working at his table. Remember you are writing in the past tense.
Our focus is to consider different sentence starts eg a verb; an adverb; a preposition  (when /where); a subordinating conjunction.
Your first sentence may start : 
Writing in my log book, I could hear the noisy revellers shouting each time the beam passed over –fools!
You could end:
 Whilst heaving the weighty covering from its position, I stumbled over my toolbox and tumbled to the ground. Crash!

Day 4
Today you are going to write in the third person ( from the viewpint of a narrator eg he, the villagers)  from the moment after the casing smashes eg  The huge glass dome, which covered the inner- workings of the light, lay in pieces on the floor. A feeling of hopelessness hovered in the air…

You need to write the events that followed in sequence including the lighthouse keeper’s and the villagers’ feelings and reactions. Focus again on your sentence starters ensuring only 1 out of 3 sentences starts with a pronoun or a name.

Day 5
You have done loads of writing this week – well done.  I would love to see / for you to share any of your writing with me.
