Day 2
Newspaper articles usually include quotes. This is to give the reader  the perspective (views) of people that were there at the time. Sometimes experts, who know about the subject, are also quoted. It is the reporter’s job to report on the facts of the case but having  ‘eye witness’ accounts makes the article more interesting. 
When reporters interview people, they need to ask open questions( questions that don’t require yes or no answers). 
“Were you scared when you realised the bulb casing had smashed?”
“ Yes.”
“ How did you feel when the bulb casing smashed?”
“Well, I was utterly terrified. I knew what it meant- see. If the ships didn’t have the light to warn them about the rocks, well we could have a real disaster on our hands…”
As you can see, the second quote is much more interesting. Asking open questions eg how did you feel.., what did you think when…, what inspired you…, tell me what happened when…. Encourage people to answer in sentences. People are quoted as they speak which is not always in formal English eg they use abbreviation I’ll instead of I will.
Think of two open questions to ask the lighthouse keeper and two open questions to ask the villagers about the events that happened in the lighthouse film. Set out your work using speech marks.  
· Each new speaker has a new paragraph.
· Inverted commas around the words spoken.
· Capital letters to start all speech.
· One of 4 pieces of punctuation ? , !  . before you close the inverted commas.
Day 3
Formal language is the writing we use in professional, official and impersonal situations. It is used when we need to be serious, when we don’t  know our audience personally and when the topic is of importance. There are no contractions or informal language. It avoids the first person, uses the passive voice more often, it uses precise language, statistics are often used, and is often made up of complex sentences.
Log onto espresso KS2 grammar and punctuation. Click on the sentence tower and scroll down using the active and passive voice. Watch the video; have a go at the quizzes and then attempt the activity. After this, go to using informal and formal sentence structures just underneath it  and do the same. These are  on-line activities so can be done on a table or I -pad.
Day 4 and 5
Over the next two days, you will be writing a newspaper article about the events that happened in the Lighthouse. This can be done on a laptop using word or publisher. If not, you can set it out like a newspaper using pen and paper.
Firstly, you need to come up with a headline. Here are a few suggestions: 
SAVED!!
COMMUNITY STEPS UP TO HELP LIGHTHOUSE KEEPER
FRIGHT IN THE NIGHT WITH NO LIGHT
BOAT BYPASSES BOULDERS BECAUSE OF RAPID RESPONSE BY RESIDENTS.
Next, you need to write the first paragraph which should include  a very brief outline of the key events. It is useful to try and include the 5Ws:what, who, where, when and why. Sometimes it isn’t always possible to get them in the first paragraph and can feel a bit ‘clunky’. Don’t worry you can include them in the next paragraph when you put it more detail.
The second and third paragraph can tell the story of what happened and may include some quotes from villagers or the lighthouse keeper or the crew of the ship who averted disaster. Remember when including a quote, you do not need to put the question asked. You are just bringing the story alive from eyewitnesses eg “When we saw the light go out, we knew we had to do something. I mean that lighthouse is there for a reason and goodness knows what would happen if a ship had come along.” Try to ensure your quotes tell different parts of the story or have different opinions. 
Today, tell the part of the story up until the lamp smashes; some of you may want to include the story when the villagers came to the rescue if you are in the flow of writing.
Modelled writing.  Magpie but try not to copy.
A local community came to the rescue of a neighbouring lighthouse keeper last night, after the lantern in the lighthouse smashed and left approaching boats in a perilous predicament.
The keeper of Briar’s Rock Lighthouse, Mr Harold Thomas, 56, was working in the lantern room at the top f the tower, when he accidentally dropped the glass dome, smashing the glass of the lantern irreparably. MR Thomas was attempting to make emergency repairs to the light, something he had undertaken many times before, when he tripped and fell backwards whilst holding the glass.
“ I couldn’t believe it had happened;  there I was surrounded by shards of glass. Then a heard the horn from  an approaching ship -I literally just froze in horror . I then realised I had to do something”
Mr Thomas rushed down the 105 steps to seek …..
Day 5
Continue with the events – how the villagers came to the rescue etc. 
EXTENSION: As the article moves on , journalists sometimes add other details that aren’t crucial to the main story. You may have an opinion from the captain of the ship about how important the lighthouse is to their safety. Some extra information will give contextual information to the story eg you might want to say how long the Lighthouse has been there 
EDIT your article . Check for  spelling and grammar mistakes. Can you improve your vocabulary? Have you met the success criteria?
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
