Day 3   
Today and tomorrow I want you to think about writing your own balanced argument. The question to discuss is:
Is Home Schooling the way of the Future?
The first thing to think about is at least 3 distinct reasons why home schooling is a good thing. You need to back up your argument with facts ( you can make them up) and examples eg Some people believe that children that are home schooled are able to focus better. Without the distractions of other children and the teacher interrupting their thought process, they can think clearly in the peaceful surroundings of home. You don’t have to believe your argument but you need to present them as reasonable suggestions.
Next, think  about  at least 3 distinct reasons why home schooling is not a  good idea.  Again, you need to back up your argument with facts ( you can make them up) and examples eg Some people argue that children who do not go to school will become self- centred. In a busy classroom, children learn to take turns and listen to others viewpoints.  If children are learning alone at home, they do not have to take others into consideration. You don’t have to believe your argument but you need to present them as reasonable suggestions.
Remember each side of the argument  should be fair eg you can’t have 6 reasons on one side and only 3 reasons on the other. Your work today only needs to be notes but will form the bulk of your balanced writing tomorrow. 
Talk to your parents about it as they may well have ideas to contribute!
Day 4
Today you are going to complete a balanced piece of writing titled
Is Home schooling the Way of the Future?
Your opening paragraph needs to introduce the discussion topic to add why it is being discussed. I have given an example below which you may copy to get started.
During Lockdown , the majority of the country’s children are being home-schooled by their parents. Whilst some parents and children are tearing their hair out  and cannot wait to get back to the hustle and bustle of the classroom and their friends, other families are enjoying the peace and focus that home schooling brings. Should learning at home be the way of the future or do children have a better education at school?
Your second paragraph should start similar to below… 
Some people believe that home schooling.
Make sure you include clear reasons, backed up with examples and join your ideas using the words we practised on day 2.
Your third paragraph should start something like below
On the other hand… However, some people etc
Your final paragraph should take all the arguments in to consideration and state your opinion but not too forcefully – remember you’re not trying to persuade them. Sometimes you can agree with both viewpoints taking the best from both  arguments. Look at the comprehensions you did at the beginning of the week, maybe start like them.
