What to do today
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1. It’s time to finish your story writing
· Reread the first half of the story wrote yesterday
· Use your Story Summary to help you tell the second half your version of the story to somebody else or just out loud to yourself. When you tell your story try to include the adjectives, adverbials and conjunctions that will make the written version super too.
· Remember, everyone tends to use lots of the words “and” and “then” when they get tired. When you are tempted to use these, stop and think “How else could I say that?”.

2. Now you write the second half of your story
· Use your Story Summary write the first half of your story
· Remember to keep checking your prompt sheets from yesterday to help you make your writing super:
3. Re-read and edit your story

· Everyone tends to use lots of the words “and” and “then” when they get tired. When you are tempted to use these, stop and think “How else could I write that sentence?”. 
· Did you use all of these?

· Adjectives
· Adverbials
· Paragraphs
· A range of conjunctions
· Direct speech (speech marks)
