Try to include these in your writing:
· present tense;
· third person;
· technical vocabulary;
· Prepositions (tell the reader where things are)
· Adjectives and expanded noun phrases
· Paragraphs
· Fronted adverbials to show your opinion (e.g. Amazingly,     Unfortunately, )  
· A range of conjuctions (BOYS and I SAW A WABUB)

Amaze me with your writing skills!
First, read the texts from National Geographic – you can gather facts and magpie some ideas from these as all writers get ideas and inspiration from a range of places, but don’t just copy them out. You might use also facts from the lessons we already or having a book at home.
