· keep in chronological order (the order in which things really happened – adverbials of time help)
· Fronted adverbials help to link your ideas (Suddenly,...Amazingly,...Strangely,..)
· use adjectives to describe and expanded noun phrases
· focus on the most exciting parts
· When you've finished writing, you could read your recount to a friend or family member.

It might start something like this:

Today, was the most exciting day of my life. What an adventure I had! 

Early this morning, I was flying my wooden airplane around the airfield. I shouldn’t have been there really, but I love it there. Who wouldn’t love to watch those magnificent, graceful machines? They are enormous, heavy metal things yet they fly so quickly. It looks so easy. I really would like to be a pilot.
