What to do today
IMPORTANT Parent or Carer – Read this page with your child and check that you are happy with what they have to do and any weblinks or use of internet.  





1. Make sure you know the story well
· You could watch the reading of the story again to help you:

· Use your Story Summary to help you tell your version of the story to somebody else or just out loud to yourself. When you tell your story try to include the adjectives, adverbials and conjunctions that will make the written version super too.
· Everyone tends to use lots of the words “and” and “then” when they get tired. When you are tempted to use these, stop and think “How else could I say that?”.

2. Now for some writing
· Use your Story Summary write the first half of your story
· Use these success criteria to think about how you make your writing super:
· Adjectives
· Adverbials
· Paragraphs
· A range of conjunctions
· Direct speech (speech marks) 
You have all shown me that you can use these well but I have attached some copies of the prompt sheets you have had in your home learning over the last eight weeks to help you.
· Remember not to rush your writing – that’s why we are only writing the first half today.
· Everyone tends to use lots of the words “and” and “then” when they get tired. When you are tempted to use these, stop and think “How else could I write that sentence?”. 
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
