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Take an arena and place inside a National Exhibition Centre.
Add in a retail village, a canteen, trade stands and a menage.
Mix in a variety Arabians, shires, colts, Shetlands, Dartmoor’s, Exmoor’s, mountain ponies, New Forest and Welsh ponies.
Take a blend of riders, competitors, amateurs, judges and jumpers.
Combine with an audience, thrilled children, grandparents, parents and pony lovers.
And turn up the excitement. 
Sprinkle in some music and lighting, some jumps and leave the crowd to enjoy.
As they entertain, allow the ponies to trot, canter and plod.
Allow time for people to go meet the ponies.
Add some drinks, snacks and merchandise. Sit back, relax and enjoy the show.
Note: all the ingredients are equally important. If you do not treat wisely you might experience a horse bolting.
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
