	English
	Fiction
Our focus this term is fairy stories and traditional tales. We will begin the term by looking at ‘The Jolly Postman’ before moving onto ‘The Gingerbread Man’.
Non- fiction
Our non-fiction focus this term will be to write a set of instructions. We will link this to our design and technology learning on cooking and nutrition by writing recipe instructions.

	Maths
	Year 1
We are following the White Rose scheme of learning for maths and so our first week back will be a consolidation week. We will revisit the concepts covered in the Autumn term such as, reading and writing numbers to 20 as words and numerals and addition and subtraction with numbers to 10. This will support our learning throughout the Spring term. 
We will then spend three weeks applying the strategies learnt for addition and subtraction with numbers to 20.
For the remainder of the half term we will be looking at place value with numbers to 50. This will include representing numbers to 50, finding one more and one less than a number to 50 as well as ordering and comparing numbers to 50. We will end the term by learning to count in multiples of 2 and 5.

Reception
Again we are following the White Rose scheme of learning for maths. We will begin by introducing children to zero. We will then further develop their understanding of number by comparing numbers to 5. We will then move onto the composition of numbers 4 and 5. We will then look at comparing the mass and capacity of objects. 
To end the term, we will begin to look at numbers 6, 7 and 8. We will explore making pairs as well as combining 2 groups.


	Science
	Everyday materials
We will begin our learning by finding and identifying different materials as well as exploring their purposes. We will then use the story ‘Whatever Next’ as the basis for an investigation. In the story, baby bear uses a colander as a helmet as he jets off to space, however, the colander has lots of holes in and so isn’t waterproof. We will test out different materials to see what would be better for baby bear to use.

	History/Geography
	Muck, Mess and Mixtures
For history this term we have chosen to look at Charles Darwin. We will find out about his life and the various places he visited.

This term we will be receiving post from Tom the travelling bear. Each week he will be visiting a different Country around the world and writing to us to tell us all about it. Children will learn about different hot and cold countries around the world as well as learning about basic geographical vocabulary in relation to human and physical features.

Our focus this term is on cooking and nutrition. We will look at healthy and unhealthy foods before designing and making our own healthy snack.

	Computer Science
We will create a set of simple instructions to programme our bee-bots around a map.
