Year 5/6 Relationship and Sex Education

As part of our PSHE provision to pupils, we deliver a comprehensive Relationships and Health Education curriculum. We ensure that all statutory objectives are adequately covered so that all children learn about different relationships, different families, physical/mental health and wellbeing and staying safe. Children will also learn about puberty and their changing bodies. The statutory National Curriculum for science includes growth, life cycles and reproduction for animals, including humans.
We are particularly concerned to ensure our children know how to keep themselves safe and healthy and develop confidence and self-esteem to ensure they are not vulnerable or exploited in any way. We believe that this biological approach needs to be balanced with an emphasis on relationships, feelings, and values.
Relationships, Health Education and science is statutory, and forms part of the National Curriculum. The DfE continue to recommend that all primary schools should have a sex education programme tailored to the age and the physical and emotional maturity of the pupils. Where schools provide sex education at key stage 2, have the right to withdraw their child from sex education but not from statutory Relationships Education, Health Education or what is taught in the Science National curriculum.
The programme will be delivered to our year 5 and 6 pupils by the classroom teacher.  There will be opportunities for the children to work in mixed and single gender groups and exercises will be adapted to take into account different levels of maturity and ability.  We encourage pupils to ask questions, seek further information and complete activities at home.  We see this work as a partnership between school and home.
